While there, search out the maze of tunnels, dungeons, barracks, outposts and
ramps. San Cristobal is studded with small, circular sentry boxes called "garitas' that have
become a national symbol. The views of The Atlantic Ocean and Old San Juanfrom San Cristobal
are spectacular.
